International Fraud Awareness Week kicks off Nov. 17, 2024 worldwide

$3.1 billion lost to fraud. Those were the total losses calculated in Occupational Fraud 2024: A
Report to the Nations, the latest report from the Association of Certified Fraud Examiners
(ACFE) which analyzed 1,921 occupational fraud cases.
