Environmental Commitment

In 2020, the Maine Climate Council released a four-year
Climate Action Plan called "Maine Won’'t Wait," which was
recognized in 2022 as one of the best state planning
efforts in the country. As of 2021, Maine has made
significant progress through state and federal investments
and has reduced greenhouse gasses by 30% putting
them ahead in their goal of achieving carbon neutrality by
2045. Key initiatives include the nation’s leading heat
pump deployment program, EV charging infrastructure,
and the Community Resilience Partnership supporting
regional, municipal, and tribal emissions reduction efforts.

Maine’s Revenue in 2023 was about $12.7 billion, which represents a
0.5% decrease from 2022 revenues. ‘Other’ revenues included in the 19%
total increased by 82.4%, primarily due to an increase in unrestricted

investment earnings. This helped to increase Maine’s financial position.
